Discover our Region & our Terroir

Located in Switzerland, in the Can-
ton of Neuchâtel, where growing vines 
goes back to 58 BC, the iconic village of  
Auvernier benefits from a unique terroir.

The principal grape varieties are the:
> Pinot Noir
> Chardonnay
> Chasselas

Nevertheless, as the climate changes, we 
took the opportunity to plant specialties 
such as Merlot, Gamaret, Gewürztra-
miner and Pinot Gris. And these varieties 
produce fresh and aromatic gastronomic 
wines. 

Like in Burgundy, which is not far, the 
soils are very different from one parcel to 
another. Either made of limestone, sand 
or “couilloutis” (gravel), the soils bring 
aromatic depth to the wines. 

The exposition and the orientation, fac-
ing the lake of Neuchâtel as well as the 
winds, create unique micro-climates.

Today, it is our pleasure to present you 
our “métier” - wine grower, a passion 
which lasts since almost a century in our 
family.



Our History - Milestones

1894
Our forebear, Jacob Otto, acquires the house of 
the Fontenettes 2 in Auvernier and begins his 
activities of cooperage (preparation of seilles 
and bowls of wine) in 1897.

1923
The winery is found by Ernest Isenschmid (our 
great-grandfather), cooper / barrel maker. 

1944
Albert Mühlematter (our other great-grandfa-
ther) opens his own winery and creates his first 
label. As a visionary, he acquires in 1945 his 
first tractor, synonym of modernity.

1954
Will remain as one milestone in the expansion 
of the winery with the building of a cellar on 
the “Route de Brena 23”, in the middle of the 
vineyard of Auvernier. 

1975
Further to the death of Albert Mühlematter, 
Ernest and Jacqueline Isenschmid (our grand-
parents) merge both wineries into a single one.
They will manage and modernise the Domaine 
during the next 30 years.

2002
Alexandre Colomb, great-grandson of Albert 
Mühlematter and Ernest Isenschmid 1st, takes 
over the winery. 

Passionate, enologist of the Engineering school 
of Changins, Alexandre quickly develops the 
domaine with a new style of wine culture and 
exploitation.

2015
Marks the year of “Modernition” with the ar-
rival of Alexandre’s brother, Dimitri Colomb, 
graduated of the Ecole hôtelière of Lausanne 
and Sommelier.

The winery is rebapstised after the name of 
a specific plane which was used by our great 
grandfather: a “BOUVET-JABLOIR”.

2016
Our wines enter the Robert Parker’s Wine Ad-
vocate guide with 3 wines at 90 and + points. 
Other national and international medals also 
confort us in the way we chose to follow.

2018
8 wines are now at the Parker, from 90 to 
95 points and a new collection of wines is 
launched: the “Grands Terroirs”, dedicated to 
our finest parcel wines, stemming from unique 
micro-climates...



What is a Bouvet-Jabloir

A bouvet-jabloir is a specific plane which 
was used in the manufacturing of oak 
barrels by hand.

This tool was used to dig a groove/chan-
nel inside barrels in order to place their 
top and bottom covers.

Ernest Isenschmid Senior, barrel maker, 
often made reference in its workbooks to 
bouvets-jabloirs planes.

Nowadays, only couple of craftsmen 
coopers still use this type of plane world-
wide.

If our Chasselas Legend 
is floral and dry, we had 
the wish to give more 
corpulence to this “apéri-
tif wine”.

This blend of Gewürz-
traminer and Pinot Gris 
is the result of a longer 
(over)maturation of the 
grapes on their vines. 

For the vintage 2016, the 
harvest was made in Jan-
uary 2017! 

During this waiting pe-
riod, the berries became 
riper and thus sweeter 
due to the development 
of noble rot (aka Botrytis 
cinerea). 

They also begun to lose 
water through evapo-
ration, further concen-
trating the natural fruit 
sugars. The “nectar” was 
then raised during 11 
months in oak barrels 
to enhance the aromatic 
complexity.
